Feedback Forms for Students Performance in Class
Sometimes students are not sure what the norms for a class are.  A very effective, non-threatening way to help students understand what the teacher is expecting of them is to provide individualized feedback forms.  It is recommended to do this after the first or second class and then periodically after that.  These are effective for not only redirecting weaker students but also for giving positive reinforcement to the stronger students.
