To the teacher
This is a model for what the students will write in pairs or triads later.  For this model, you will be Director A and one student will be Director B.  (That student should be someone who can read clearly and who has a clear voice.)

Before class, make a sign that says, “The End.”  You can make a pretend smartphone our of cardboard or paper or you can bring a real smartphone to class.  Also, bring a bag to class. 

Before starting the activity, put a table (or two desks together to form a table) at the front of the class.  (The front of the class is the stage.)  Put two chairs at the table.  Put the sign (“The End) and the smartphone in the bag and put that on the table.

The two directors will sit in the back of the classroom for this model.  (When students direct their own “movies” later, they will sit in the front, near the actors.)

Here are the in-class steps:

1. Choose two students to be the actor (Ryan Gosling) and actress (Emma Stone).  Tell them to come to the front of the room and tell them who they are.
2.  Give all the other students a copy of the script “Ending a Relationship.”

3. Ask the student whom you chose a Director B to sit next to you in the back of the room.

4. Start the “Movie” by you reading Director A’s part and the student reading Director B.
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Movie Director’s Script: Ending a Relationship
Characters: Emma Stone and Ryan Gosling
Props: a table, 2 chairs, a bag with a smartphone and a sign saying “The End” inside
Director A: Ryan, walk to the door.  Open it and go outside the classroom.  Shut the door.

Director B: Emma, open the bag.  Take out the smartphone. Put the bag on the table.  Now, we’ll start the movie.  Emma, type a text message.  Send it.  Look at your smartphone.  Smile.
(KNOCK, KNOCK).  Emma, put the smartphone on the table.   Go to the door.  Open it.  Tell Ryan to come in.

A: Ryan, come in the room.  Smile at Emma.

B: Emma, shake hands with Ryan.  Now, take him to the table.  Tell him to sit down.

A: Ryan, sit down.

B: Emma, sit down.  Pour some coffee and give it to Ryan.

A: Ryan, say, “Thank you.”  Take the coffee and drink some.  Put the cup on the table.  Say, “This is very good.”
B (KNOCK, KNOCK): Emma, go to the door and open it.  Look outside.  Continue to look outside.

A: Ryan, pick up the smartphone.  Look at it.  Look angry.  
B: Emma, come back to the table.  Sit down.  Smile at Ryan.
A: Ryan, look angry at Emma.  Hold up the smartphone.   Ask her, “Who is Steve?”
B: Emma, look nervous.  Say, “I don’t know.”
A: Ryan, put the smartphone on the table.  Say, “I don’t believe you.  I’m leaving.”  Ryan, walk to the door, open it and leave.  

B: Emma pick up the smartphone.  Touch some numbers.  Put the phone to your ear.  Talk to it.  Say, “Hi Steve.  You can come to my house now.”  Emma smile.  Laugh.  Now, open the bag.  Take out the sign.  Show the sign to everyone.
Director Assignment
1) With one or two partners, write a script.

( It can take place anywhere: for example, doctor’s office, airplane, classroom, restaurant, 
theater, home, zoo, office.

( It must have at least 2 actors/actresses, but you can have 3 or 4 or more.  (Some 
actors/actresses can even be animals.)

2) Show the teacher your script.

3) Practice reading the script aloud.

4) DO NOT SHOW THE SCRIPT TO ANY STUDENTS.

5) Make props that you need.

6) One minute before you direct your “movie”, you will choose students to be the actors/actresses.
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
