TPR Teacher-led pre-step

•Write on the board: Pretend
• Lead students through this example TPR exercise:

1) Look at me and smile.

2) Stop smiling.

3) Raise your right arm.

4) Put down your arm

5) Now we will pretend that you are at your bathroom.  Turn on the water of the sink.

6) Put your hands under the water.

7) Put some water on your face with your hands.

8) Turn off the water.

9) Pick up a towel.

10 Dry your face.

11) Look happy.

Now you will do an exercise in groups.  
(Put students in groups and handout Student A, B, C papers.  You might want to demonstrate #1, 2 and 3 whole class first.  Choose a Student A to read aloud to everyone #1; then choose a Student B to read #2 and a Student C to read #3.  By doing this, they will see that they should follow the numbers and rotate giving the directions.)
